Students are to create a poster for a photomontage exhibition called ‘Together
and/or Apart’.

Key intentions: This project is designed to combine skills learnt in in projects 1, 2
and 3 to create a design solution that is informative in both imagery and text. They
will learn new skills using existing imagery from all three projects to combine
Illustrator and Photoshop ideas. They will demonstrate in-depth ability to review,
modify and refine their work in this project .e.g. What photographs need to be
retaken? How should these photographs need to be composed to be functional for
sketched composition ideas that combine imagery and text?
