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1. Why is homework important? 
“Homework is not an optional extra, but an essential part of a good education”. -1999 White Paper, Excellence in Schools
“The evidence shows that the impact of homework, on average, is five months additional progress.” (The Education Endowment Foundation)
Homework is defined as work that is set to be done outside of the timetabled curriculum. It contains an element of independent study and is important not only in developing effective study techniques but also in raising student attainment.
Not all homework is done at home; in fact, for some students who find it hard to work at home, or for some tasks which may require resources (books, software, equipment) more readily available at school, it is necessary or desirable to carry out the task at school. Homework enhances student learning, improves achievement and develops students’ study skills and as such is an integral part of the curriculum. It requires careful planning and integration into the scheme of work of each curriculum area.

Homework is set in order to:
· Encourage pupils to develop effective study skills and time management techniques and the self-discipline needed to be lifelong learners.
· Consolidate, reinforce and extend the material covered in lessons.
· Prepare students for new learning activities.
· Enhance opportunities for independent learning
· Involve parents and carers in pupil learning.
· Create channels for home-school dialogue

2. What is the role of the student?
· To listen to all homework instructions and ensure comprehension
· To check Google Classroom and Sims Student to ensure homework is completed correctly and on time
· To attempt all work to the best of their ability.
· To inform the class teacher of any difficulties that arise – Both Mr Bridgeman, Mrs Elwes and Mrs Fiddy can all be found in either food room (room 11 or 12). 
3. What is the role of the teacher? 
· Set tasks which promote the acquisition of knowledge and understanding in subjects.
· Set tasks which have a clear criteria, are specific and do not disadvantage students (ie, by requiring access to a wide range of resources)
· Publish independent learning tasks on Google Classroom and Sims in line with the prescribed amount and frequency.
· Ensure the submission of independent learning tasks is recorded through Google Classroom.
· Moderate the submission of homework tasks and address non completion by identifying any barriers to non-completion.
· If all barriers have been removed and homework has not been completed on a regular basis (i.e. three occasions or repeatedly over a period of time), the class teacher should contact home through the Sims messaging function and/or a phone call home.
· Liaise with heads of house or form tutors when non completion concerns continue. There must be evidence that the above has taken place before the head of house or form tutor becomes involved.
· Praise and encourage students who have a good work ethos and complete homework well
4. What is the role of the Head of Department?
· Ensure clear communication regarding the setting of homework to pupils, parents and staff.
· Run a monthly report to be discussed in Line Management meetings that analyses the setting of homework tasks and the monitoring of submission.
· Guide staff through Professional Development and research to the effective use of homework
5. What is the role of the parent/carer?
· To support by helping to provide a quiet space to work where possible
· To support your child with organisation and time management.
· Help your child to establish a homework routine
· To use Google Classroom and Sims Parent to monitor the homework that your child is completing
· To offer support and guidance if necessary.
6. Homework support process 
Homework may not be completed for a variety of reasons and not all are behaviour related for example:
· Lack of ability to manage time effectively
· Lack of ability to self-regulate
· Lack of a homework routine
· Lack of quiet study space
· Lack of necessary resources
· Lack of understanding of the value of independent study
Where homework is not completed we aim to identify the reason for this and provide support rather than automatic sanctions. Support will seek to identify the barriers to homework completion and may include:
· Allocation of resources – If a student needs a new revision guide or workbook, they need to let the subject teacher know. 
· Allocation of a quiet study space at lunch time / end of the day – As a department we run after school sessions on Thursday’s from March onwards (3.30pm – 5pm), however if a student needs support, the department is always available lunchtimes and our door is always open for support. 
· Referral to a homework support group – If we feel the need, we will be offering support sessions for homework after school. 
· Support with organisation 
· Support with time management

	1. Part One: Each student will receive a homework book. It can be found on the Aylsham High School website. Each week a new subject area will be assigned. They will have around 45 minutes to work through the questions assigned. They can use their green revision guides or any class notes to help. This homework is designed to expand knowledge, not simply to recall. Each student will have 1 week to complete. These tasks will be mixed between Google Forms and hand written, to improve not only knowledge but long mark question answering skills and techniques so they are best prepared for their summer assessment. 
2. Part Two: Each student will have a core knowledge booklet. They will get given up to 10 questions to learn and revise for a core knowledge assessment the following week, where they will be tested on 5 out of the 10 questions.

9. How will homework be assessed and how will feedback be given?

Part one of the homework will be assessed by marking as a group in class, in the department we use modelling for both theory and practical. We believe this gives our students the best chance to evaluate and assess how they have done, we use the visualizer as the teacher models the questions building them as a team. The ability to mark your own work becomes vital when tackling tough long mark questions in the summer assessment, it gives the student a 360 thought process to the questions (how to begin, how to answer, how to mark). 

Part two will be assessed using core knowledge tests. These will be conducted in the first 10 minutes of the theory lessons and will be marked, monitored and evaluated during the lesson.
